ФРАЗОВЫЕ ГЛАГОЛЫ

Фразовыми глаголами называют комбинации, сформированные на основе глагола, предлога, наречия или предлога + наречие. Он является единой семантической единицей, которая в предложении выступает одним целым. В большинстве случаев значение такого глагола имеет существенные отличия от перевода единичного глагола-основы.

Классификация фразовых глаголов.

Фразовые глаголы в английском языке делятся на переходные и непереходные:

Transitive phrasal verbs (переходные) создаются с использованием прямого дополнения: Fred decided to put off his plans/Фред решил отложить свои планы.
Intransitive phrasal verbs (непереходные) не требуют прямого дополнения и используются исключительно в действительном залоге: With your background, you should walk in (to that job)/С вашими-то знаниями вы должны легко получить эту работу.

Помимо вышеописанной классификации данная грамматическая категория формирует еще две группы: разделяемые и неразделяемые.

Inseparable phrasal verbs (неразделяемые) включают в себя ряд переходных глаголов и все непереходные. Понятным и простым примером такой конструкции будет предложение со структурой run into: His car ran into the tree /Его машина столкнулась с деревом. Две части одной конструкции непременно должны находиться рядом и не могут разделяться иными членами предложения.

Separable phrasal verbs (разделяемые) – конструкции, в которых дополнение можно размещать после глагола или между его частями. Два предложения You should turn off the music и You should turn the music off являются идентичными в своем значении и переводятся как Тебе следует выключить музыку.

Обратите внимание! Наличие дополнения, выраженного местоимением, требует обязательного разделения фразового глагола: Ann took off her jacket/Эн сняла свою куртку. Ann took it off /Мэри сняла его. 

Современный английский язык насчитывает более 5 000 фразовых глаголов, однако в активном использовании самими англоговорящими гражданами находится всего несколько сотен. Предлагаем  рассмотреть некоторые из глаголов.
