SCRIPT

Task 1

Interviewer: In this part of the programme I’ll be talking to Hannah Romero, whose hobby is photographing waterfalls. Tell us, Hannah, when did it all start?

Hannah: Well, I went on a school trip to the mountains 10 or 15 miles from here, I must have been nearly 13 at the time, and we followed a river up a valley through the forest. Even though it was summer and it hadn’t rained much, there were still several quite big waterfalls. There was something magical about them and I just had to get some pictures. So on the way back down, I did.

Interviewer: So you had your camera with you?

Hannah: No, I didn’t actually own one then. I was going to use a friend’s but my teacher had a better one so I borrowed hers instead. Later she emailed the photos to me, and I saw how every waterfall was quite different from the others. They’re incredibly beautiful things, and since then I’ve photographed hundreds.

Interviewer: And that was in the summer? Is that the best time to take photos of waterfalls, then?

Hannah: Probably not. Later in the year you’ve got the lovely autumn colours, and winter scenes with half-frozen rivers can be wonderful, but spring, with the rivers and streams full of water from melting snow, is definitely my favourite. In general, the more water the better, which excludes the summer months, really.

Interviewer: I imagine a waterfall must look fantastic when the sun is shining, though.

Hannah: Actually, that has the effect of making everything around it look dark, so it’s not a good idea to take a picture of one when it’s sunny, in cloudy weather you can see the colors of the countryside much better, and the whole scene has a kind of mysterious beauty.

Interviewer: Which kind of waterfall do you think is the most impressive?

Hannah: I love huge falls like Iguazu, of course, but they’ve been photographed millions of times. So for my own pictures I particularly like those where the stream or river crashes down onto rocks, sending spray all over the place, rather than the type where the water pours straight down into a pool.

Interviewer: So when you find a waterfall you like the look of, what do you do?

Hannah: Well, begin by taking some photos from a distance, and then move gradually closer. That’s particularly important in winter, because if you leave footprints in the snow, it can really spoil the scene.

Interviewer: Do you always try to leave the place exactly as you find it?

Hannah: Oh yes, you mustn’t leave anything there. And I certainly wouldn’t move any natural thing like logs or branches, though of course you should always get rid of any rubbish you might find there, for the good of your picture, and the environment.

Interviewer: And what angle do you prefer for your photos?

Hannah: Mm. It depends on the kind of waterfall. If the river is flowing over a relatively short drop, I prefer to take them from the side, but for really high ones shots from below, or even from the top, can be wonderful.

Interviewer: Taking pictures from above can’t be easy.

Hannah: No, and there’s a temptation to take risks when you’re trying to get that perfect shot, and on wet rocks that can be dangerous. So my advice is to remember that what matters more than anything is your safety, not the skill you show in taking the shot, or even the expensive camera you have with you.

Interviewer: So what, for you, are the best waterfall shots?

Hannah: Unexpected ones. I once saw a branch go over a waterfall in Russia with a small bird standing on it but I wasn’t ready and I missed that. But one I did get was of a huge fish jumping straight up through the white water in a Canadian river. That picture’s now on my living-room wall.

Task 2

Woman: Hello, how can I help you?

Man: Hi, I’m Carlton Mackay, and you booked me some flights recently, to Australia – and some internal ones?

Woman: Oh, yes, Mr. Mackay, I remember you now, of course.

Man: Well, I find I’m going to need car hire while I’m in Sydney after all. I think you said you could recommend a good-value company?

Woman: Yes, that’s right. Costwise Cars. They’re very good and don’t charge lots of extras. They have three offices in the Sydney area, including one office right at the airport.

Man: So, I’ll just book it online?

Woman: Yes, you can book online but you should have their phone number too, just in case. 

Man: Mm, of course.

Woman: That’s 1800 705 639. It’s on the website. And you can get a discount if you quote your booking reference from us.

Man: Oh, what’s that?

Woman: I mean the one you got from me when we booked your flights. I have it here – 743002.

Man: Oh, thanks. I guess I’ve got it at home, but I’ll write it down again in case. A discount is good. So where exactly is the office? I’ll be coming to the domestic terminal from Melbourne. 

Woman: It’s immediately outside the international terminal.

Man: OK. And, another thing I want to check is, will they be open when I arrive? Or is it just office hours?

Woman: Mm … they open at quarter to seven and close at 6.15 in the evening. So, let’s see, you’re due to land at ten past six. By the time you’ve collected your bags and so on, which will take a little while, they won’t be open, but if you arrange it in advance, they can wait for you. You do have to pay an extra $30 for that, though.

Man: OK. Well, I’m staying near the airport the first night, so I could go back in the morning and save a day’s hire?

Woman: Yes, that’d be better. That’d save you about $50.

Man: Do you know what kind of cars they have?

Woman: Quite a variety, I think. Er, the best value should be under $60 a day with luck. That would be the ‘Echo’, I guess.

Man: Sorry?

Woman: E-C-H-O, like when your voice bounces back?

Man: I suppose I have to book online before I leave?

Woman: Mm, that’s the best way. Er, they won’t deduct any charges until you finish with the car, but they do need your credit card number when you book and of course they’ll want to see your driving license when you collect. How long will you need it?

Man: I’m in Sydney for seven days, I’ll only actually need to use it on three or four of those days, I hope, but I’ll keep it for the whole week, I guess it’s going to be a few hundred dollars. Can you suggest anything I can do to keep the cost down?

Woman: Oh, you get quite a big discount if you do lees than 1,000 kilometres in the week.

Man: Oh, that’s good. I don’t suppose I will be driving that far, actually.

Woman: But, oh, yes, the other thing I should mention is the insurance. It’s included in the price.

Man: Oh, that is good value then.

Woman: Yes, but what you must remember is that it doesn’t cover anything except the car, so you must be careful not to leave anything at all in it when you park because your luggage isn’t insured, even if it’s out of sight, locked in the boot.

Man: Yeah, well, I think my travel policy will cover that actually.

Woman: Good!

Man: OK. And can I return the car outside office hours? My flight home is very early in the morning. Can I put the keys through the door, or something?

Woman: There’s a secure box just outside the office on the pavement. You just drop the keys in there.

Man: Oh, good.

Woman: And one other thing: you should remember to buy petrol before you leave it. If you don’t drop the car back with a full tank you get charged to fill it. I recommend you go to a supermarket before you go out to the airport.

Man: Thanks for the tip!

Woman: Not at all. Do call in again if there’s anything else I can help with.

Man: I will. Many thanks.
